How to Report a Hate Crime

In light of recent attacks in Staten Island allegedly based on race and /or €
nicity, Emerald Isle Immigration Center would like to remind the communit)
to report all threats, harassment, and violence directly to the Police Depart
ment. The NYPD Hate Crime Task Force is sgllipped to address these
complaints.

To report a hate crime, you must call 911 immediadynot hesitate to call
911, regardless of your immigration status or criminal history.

A police officer from your local precinct will come to your location and inter
view you about what happenétbnestly and specifically tell the officer about
everything you saw and/or everything that happened tolfygou believe it
was a hate crime, let the officer knawe officer should then request a super
visor (a sergeant or highanking officer) to respond to the location if one is
not already presef@nce he or she arrives, t
view you about what happenéthis supervisor will determine if the Hate
Crime Task Force should be notified.

Remember, we cannot protect our community from hate crimes unless we
port them.
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SB 1070, Arizona Anti Immigrant Law

U.S. District Court Judge Susan Bolton blocked key parts of Arizona's controversial immigration law, knowt
as SB 1070, one day before it was supposed to go into effect. The United States Department of Justice file
suit against Arizona and Arizona Governor Janice K. Brewer on July 6, 2010, claiming that SB 1070|is inva

lid because Arizona does not have the constitutional power to make its own immigration law. On the same

date, the Department of Justice also filed a motion asking Judge Bolton to keep the law from going into ef-

fect until the end of the trial. On July 28, 2010, Judge Bolton granted the éimtianly for the most
controversial components of SB1070.

The following parts of the law will be put on hold:

1 A portion of Section 2requiring that Arizona officers make a reasonable attempt to determine thel im-
mi gration status of any person they stop orl ar
an undocumented alien or is out of status. This portion also requires that the police officer verify the
personds i mmigration status with federal aut ho

1 Section 3making it a crime if a naritizen does not apply for and carry alien registration papers.

1 A portion of Section 5making it a crime for an unauthorized alien to ask for, apply for, or perform
work.

1 Section 6allowing the Arizona police to arrest any person they believe has committed a crime that
would get him deported from the U.S., even if there is no probable cause to believe the person has comn
mitted the crime, and even if the police do not have a warrant to arrest him.
