Final rules for the Diversity Visa Lottery (DV-2009) have been announced. 50,000 Green Cards will be offered to natives of eligible countries
(including Ireland & Northern Ireland). Applications must be submitted electronically online with an attached digital or scanned
photograph at www.dvlottery.state.zov between October 3, 2007 and December 2, 2007. Winners will be announced in the summer of
2008 and called to interview in 2009.

The Illegal Immigration Reform and Immigrant Responsibilty Act of 1996 and the U.S. Visitor and Immigrant Status Indicator
Technology program (US-VISIT) have serious implications for any undocumented winners of the DV-2009 visa lottery. These
implications will be thoroughly explained at the public information meetings. The Act introduced bars to legalization to overstayers after
September 27, 1997 and the US-VISIT program has enabled an entry-exit tracking system. Those undocumented living in the U.S. should
know about the law and its enforcement, so please attend one of those meetings!
